RETIRED Vineyard poultry farmer Alex Schembri etched his name in Sydney Royal Show 

history when he won the inaugural goat hoof and hook competition. 

A first-time exhibitor, Mr Schembri successfully showed a Boer cross Cashmere goat which 

won its live class (hoof) and placed third in the carcass class (hook) to become overall 

champion on points.
